The International Space Station, orbiting some 240 miles above
the planet, is about to join the effort to monitor the world’s
wildlife —and to revolutionize the science of animal tracking.
A large antenna and other equipment aboard the orbiting
outpost, installed by spacewalking Russian astronauts in 2018,
are being tested and will become fully operational this summer.
The system will relay a much wider range of data than previous
tracking technologies, logging not just an animal’s location but
also its physiology and environment. This will assist scientists,

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Animal Health Emergencies

Preparedness for animal disease outbreaks has been a top
priority for the Board of Animal Health (BOAH) for decades.
A highly contagious animal disease event may have economically
devastating effects as well as public health or food safety and

security consequences.

Foreign Animal Diseases

A foreign animal disease (FAD) is a disease that is not
currently found in the country, and could cause significant
illness or death in animals or cause extensive economic harm
by eliminating trading opportunities with other countries and

states.

Several BOAH veterinarians who are trained in diagnosing
FADs are available 24 hours a day to investigate suspected
cases of a FAD. An investigation is triggered when report of

animals with clinical signs indicative of a FAD is received or

when diagnostic laboratory identifies a suspicious test result.

D BOAH focuses on training veterinarians for FADs.

@ A reaction focuses on the writer’s feelings, opinions, and

personal observations about the particular prompt. Your task

in writing a reaction essay is twofold: to briefly summarize

the prompt and to give your personal reaction to it.
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For others, activism is controversial and disruptive; after all,
it often manifests as confrontational activity that directly

challenges the order of things.

Activism is frequently defined as intentional, vigorous or
energetic action that individuals and groups practice to bring
about a desired goal. ( D ) For some, activism is a theoretically
or ideologically focused project intended to effect a perceived
need for political or social change. ( @ ) Activism is
uncomfortable, sometimes messy, and almost always strenuous.
( ® ) In addition, it does not occur without the presence and
commitment of activists, that is, folks who develop workable
strategies, focus a collective spotlight onto particular issues,
and ultimately move people into action. ( @ ) As a noted

scholar suggests, effective activists also make noise, sometimes

loudly.
