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A creative person is not limited in his thinking
to “what everyone knows.” “Everyone knows”

that trees are green.

@ The reason they don’t know is that they are
so busy feeling what they are supposed to
feel, thinking what they are supposed to
think, that they never get down to examining
their own deepest feelings.

© The creative individual also knows his or her
own feelings better than the average person.
Most people don’t know the answer to the
question, “How are you? How do you feel?”

© The creative artist, however, is able to see
that in certain lights some trees look blue,
purple, or yellow. The creative person looks
at the world with his or her own eyes, not
with the eyes of others.
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The globalization of the economy has weakened
or removed barriers to the flow of information,
goods, money, and people across national
boundaries. It has also replaced the tariffs and
immigration controls that formerly kept national
economies somewhat isolated from each other.
Thus, the economic globalization has also had
an impact on immigration. As money, ideas, and
goods are freer to move around the world, so
are people. People in poor countries move out
of rural regions and into cities in search of jobs
and better lives. For the same reasons, people
move from the less industrialized nations to the
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more industrialized nations within all regions
of the world. For example, large numbers of
immigrants from Mexico and the Philippines
move to the United States, immigrants from
India and Jamaica move to England, and those

from China move to Japan.

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Likewise, when we are publicly insulted, our
intellect might shrug it off, but our emotions will
complain that those people called us a name.

The relationship between intellect and emotion
is like the relationship between parents and their
headstrong five-year-old. @ Such a child knows
what he wants, and he will demand and whine
until he gets it. © So it is with our emotions.
When we are trying to lose weight, our emotions
will scream: “I want that chocolate!” © If our
intellect denies this request, our emotions might
start whining — and might keep whining for
hours. & If our intellect tries to comfort our
emotions with a proverb — “Sticks and stones
can break your bones, but words can never hurt

you” — our emotions won'’t listen to it.
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But just as they get to the edge, ready to plunge

in and drink, the trainer blows his whistle.

Arabian horses go through rigorous training in
deserts. The trainer requires absolute obedience
from the horses, and tests them to see if they
are completely trained. ( @ ) The final test
is almost beyond the endurance of any living
thing. After forcing the horses to do without
water for several days, the trainer turns them
loose and of course they start running toward
the water. ( © ) The horses which have been
completely trained and which have learned
perfect obedience, stop. (© ) They turn around
and run back to the trainer, and stand there as
a sign of perfect obedience even though they
desperately want water. (@ ) When the trainer
is sure that he has their obedience, he gives
them a signal to go back to drink.
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
