Teacher’s Journal

I think providing corrective feedback on students’ written work is important in that it can
facilitate learners’ language acquisition and enhance their writing skills. Students usually want
me to underline or highlight the errors in their writing and provide corrections underneath. When
I do this, however, they just focus on the correct answers and tend not to think about what their
errors are and how they can improve their writing. For this reason, I prefer to use techniques
that allow me to give not only corrective feedback but also a chance for students to pay attention
to their erroneous language use. One technique that I often employ involves my rewriting of
students’ works by following their ideas closely but improving the language in terms of accuracy
and appropriateness.

This technique, which is called , is very effective, but it is also time
consuming. For this reason, I tweaked the technique a little bit this week as follows. First, I
engaged students in a guided writing task with a set of questions and a sample writing so that
the content and organization of their writing were similar. Then I chose only one student’s
writing instead of every student’s and revised it. Afterwards, I had students in groups identify
the changes by comparing the student’s original writing with mine and then discuss the reasons
for the changes made. Finally, I asked students to revise their own drafts based on what they
learned during the discussion. Overall, it worked quite well in assisting my students to pay
attention to their language errors in grammar and vocabulary and then correct them. I will
definitely use this technique again.

An accomplishment verb, however,
has a well-defined end point, when the particular action described in the verb phrase is, or is
not, completed, as in (3):

(3) Harry wrote a book.

Achievement verbs also have a well-defined end point, but they have no duration as they describe

actions that occur instantaneously, as in (4):

(4) John kicked a tire.

In (d) when an achievement verb—
which typically describes a punctual (instantaneous) event—is used with a for-phrase that

specifies a duration, it forces an iterative interpretation of the verb.

English is known to have only eight inflectional suffixes as listed in (1), which implies that

other suffixes are all derivational.

(1) Inflectional suffixes in English
a. Noun: Plural -s Possessive -’s
b. Verb: Past tense -ed Past participle -en/-ed

c. Adjective: Comparative -er  Superlative -est

The distinction between inflectional and derivational suffixes can be subtle but three criteria are
commonly used to help distinguish between the two. First of all, the inflectional suffixes in (1)
do not change the grammatical @ of the stem, while some derivational suffixes can
change it as heart, a noun, becomes an adjective after -less attaches. Secondly, a derivational
suffix must combine with the root or the base before an inflectional suffix. This is why
neighbor-hood-s is attested but neighbor-s-hood is not. Lastly, the semantic contribution of an
inflectional suffix to the stem is usually transparent and consistent. For example, adding a plural
suffix indicates ‘more than one’. In the case of derivation, it is not so straightforward. An actor
is someone who acts, but a professor is not someone who professes. Government can be used
to refer either to an institution or to the act of governing, but treatment only refers to the act
of treating. These examples suggest that the @ of an inflectional suffix is predictable,

while that of a derivational suffix may not be predictable.

(2) a. Bill demonstrated the procedure to Pat.
b. *Bill demonstrated to Pat the procedure.
c. Bill demonstrated to Pat the method for fixing a watch that Jack’s father had recently
taught him.

Although (2b) and (2c) have the same structure (i.e., the prepositional phrase fo Pat precedes
the direct object of the verb), only (2c) is acceptable because the heavy NP is placed at the end

of the sentence.

Thus, it is only natural that the thar-trace effect also applies to relative clauses, as can be seen

in the following examples:

Up until last winter we had our own business, a fox farm. My father raised silver foxes
and sold their pelts to the people who make them into capes and coats and muffs. Prices
fell, my father hung on hoping they would get better next year, and they fell again, and
he hung on one more year and one more and finally it was not possible to hang on
anymore, we owed everything to the feed company. I have heard my mother explain this,
several times, to Mrs. Oliphant, who is the only neighbor she talks to. (Mrs. Oliphant also
has come down in the world, being a schoolteacher who married the janitor.) We poured
all we had into it, my mother says, and we came out with nothing. Many people could say
the same thing, these days, but my mother has no time for the national calamity, only ours.
Fate has flung us onto a street of poor people (it does not matter that we were poor before;

dignity, with bitterness, with no reconciliation. No bathroom with a claw-footed tub and a
flush toilet is going to comfort her, nor water on tap and sidewalks past the house and milk
in bottles, not even the two movie theatres and the Venus Restaurant and Woolworths so
marvellous it has live birds singing in its fan-cooled corners and fish as tiny as fingernails,
as bright as moons, swimming in its green tanks. My mother does not care.

In the afternoons she often walks to Simon’s Grocery and takes me with her to help
carry things. She wears a good dress, navy blue with little flowers, sheer, worn over a
navy-blue slip. Also a summer hat of white straw, pushed down on the side of the head,
and white shoes I have just whitened on a newspaper on the back steps. I have my hair
freshly done in long damp curls which the dry air will fortunately soon loosen, a stiff large
hair ribbon on top of my head. This is entirely different from going out after supper with

my father. We have not walked past two houses before I feel we have become objects of

universal ridicule. Even the dirty words chalked on the sidewalk are laughing at us. My
mother does not seem to notice. She walks serenely like a lady shopping, like a lady
shopping, past the housewives in loose beltless dresses torn under the arms. With me her
creation, wretched curls and flaunting hair bow, scrubbed knees and white socks— all I do
not want to be. I loathe even my name when she says it in public, in a voice so high,

The modern stage no longer uses the spoken soliloquy, although without it the
characters are silenced just when they are the most sincere, the least hampered by
convention: when they are alone. The public of today will not tolerate the spoken soliloquy,
allegedly because it is “unnatural.” Now the film has brought us the silent soliloquy, in
which a face can speak with the subtlest shades of meaning without appearing unnatural
and arousing the distaste of the spectators. In this silent monologue the solitary human soul
can find a tongue more candid and uninhibited than in any spoken soliloquy, for it speaks
instinctively, subconsciously. The language of the face cannot be suppressed or controlled.
However disciplined and practisedly hypocritical a face may be, in the enlarging

we see even that it is concealing something, that is looking a lie. For such things
have their own specific expressions superimposed on the feigned one. It is much easier to
lie in words than with the face and the film has proved it beyond doubt.

In the film the mute soliloquy of the face speaks even when the hero is not alone, and
herein lies a new great opportunity for depicting man. The poetic significance of the
soliloquy is that it is a manifestation of mental, not physical, loneliness. Nevertheless, on
the stage a character can speak a monologue only when there is no one else there, even
though a character might feel a thousand times more lonely if alone among a large crowd.
The monologue of loneliness may raise its voice within him a hundred times even while
he is audibly talking to someone. Hence the most deep-felt human soliloquies could not find
such expression, for the close-up can lift a character out of the heart of the greatest crowd
and show how solitary it is in reality and what it feels in this crowded solitude.

The film, especially the sound film, can separate the words of a character talking to
others from the mute play of features by means of which, in the middle of such a

conversation, we are made to overhear a mute soliloquy and realize the difference between

this soliloquy and the audible conversation. What a flesh-and-blood actor can show on the
real stage is at most that his words are insincere and it is a mere convention that the partner
in such a conversation is blinded to what every spectator can see. But in the isolated
close-up of the film we can see to the bottom of a soul by means of such tiny movements
of facial muscles which even the most observant partner would never perceive.

Science is a rich source of powerful explanatory stories. For example, Newton explained
how a force causes a mass to accelerate. This gives us a story of how an apple drops from
a tree and a planet circles the sun. It allows us to decide how hard the rocket engine needs
to push to get it to the moon. Models of causation let us design complex machines, like
factories and computers, that have fabulously long chains of causes and effects. They convert
inputs into the outputs we want.

It’s tempting to believe that our stories of causes and effects are how the world works.
Actually, they’re just a framework we use to manipulate the world and construct explanations
for the convenience of our own understanding. For example, Newton’s equation F = ma
doesn’t really say that force causes acceleration, any more than it says that mass causes force.
We tend to think of force as , because we often have the choice as to whether
to apply it or not. On the other hand, we tend to think of mass as not being under our
control. Thus, we personify nature, imagining it almost as if natural forces were deciding to
push on masses. It’s much harder for us to imagine accelerations deciding to cause mass,
so we tell the story a certain way. We credit gravitational force for keeping the planets
orbiting the sun and blame it for pulling the apple down from the tree.

This convenient personification of nature helps us use our mental storytelling machinery
to explain the natural world. The cause-and-effect paradigm works particularly well when
science is used for engineering, to arrange the world for our convenience. In this case, we
can often set things up so that the illusion of cause-and-effect is almost a reality. The
computer is a perfect example. The key to what makes a computer work is that the inputs
affect the outputs but not vice versa. The components used to construct the computer are
constructed to create that same one-way relationship. These components, such as logic gates,
are specifically designed to convert contingent inputs into predictable outputs. In other words,
the logic gates of the computer are constructed to be atomic building blocks of cause and
effect.

The notion of cause and effect breaks down when the parts we would like to think of
as outputs affect the parts we would prefer to think of as inputs. The paradoxes of quantum
mechanics are a perfect example of this, where our mere observation of a particle can “cause”
a distant particle to be in a different state. Of course there’s no real paradox here, there’s
just a problem with trying to apply our storytelling framework to a situation where it doesn’t

match.

Furthermore, noise emission
from the arrival and departure of spectators puts a lot of strain in the area. In the case of
football and rugby, the excessive cheering from the spectators and the loud music from the
amplified speakers make an enormous amount of noise which lowers the environmental
quality of the sport facilities in public spaces.

Collectively, these issues raise concerns in maintaining a sustainable environment in the
world of sport. Sport organizations should be more proactive to overcome these difficulties
by pursuing policies to reduce the side effects on the environment. This will protect the

long term viability and sustainability of sport.
